Setting the Scene

The space is set out so that there is an area partitioned off with candles. A smoke 
machine and/or ambient lighting create a mysterious atmosphere.

PRESENTER: (Invite people to move forward into “God’s Space”. 
(Explain the need to come with a clean heart into the presence 
of a Holy God)

People then sit in God’s Space and take time to relax and soak 
up God’s presence.  Music is played, bible verses are said, 
times or quiet are allowed and the “This is the Place’ meditation 
can be played. Can we suggest the following passages of 
Scripture may be read and also that you invite perhaps a 
couple of singers to share their songs as an acoustic set. The 
readings can be taken  from different translations of the Bible 
including the KJV.
